The Investiture ceremony is scheduled to hold at the Holy Cross Cathedral, Lagos on
Tuesday, 14'™h September, 2021, the Feast of the Exaltation of the Cross and the Principal
Feast Day of our Archdiocese.

2. Agege, Ijede, Tkorodu, Ipaja, Ikeja, Maryland, Yaba, Surulere Deaneries.
14t July, 2021: St Agnes, Maryland. 10am.

3. Apapa, Festac, Isolo, Iba, Satelitte Deaneries
15* July, 2021: Holy Family, Festac, 10 am.

4. Ijanikin, Ilemba and Badagry Deaneries
16™ July, 2021: St Cecilia, Ijanikin. 10am.
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All priests are expected to participate in this seminar. The seminars are a necessity for
adequate formation of our catechumens in these times. We expect that they would attend
punctualy and participate actively at each venue.

The Episcopal Vicars and Deans are to help organise a successful seminar. The Dean of the
locations for the seminar for each group of deaneries is fo ensure that proper logistics are
put in place and that a conducive atmosphere is created for successful seminars.
